The meeting of the Public Building Commission was called to order by Roma Amundson. Roma
introduced of all the Commission members present.

The Budget Hearing minutes from August 11, 2020 were presented for approval. Jane Raybould
motioned for approval and Richard Meginnis seconded. The vote carried. The general meeting minutes
from August 11, 2020 were presented for approval. Jane Raybould motioned for approval and Richard
Meginnis seconded. The vote carried.

Hall of Justice Front Security Entrance Remodel — Nick Hanna, The Clark Enersen Partners, submitted
payment application #11 for $5,465.35 for approval. Richard Meginnis motioned for approval and Jane
Raybould seconded. The vote carried. Nick then updated Change Order #3 that was previously
approved. The update added calendar days to the construction contract due to long lead times on doors
and hardware due in part to COVID-19. The contract completion date will be updated to read October 6,
2020.

Security Update — No security update.

Jane Raybould motioned to approve the general vouchers for August 2020. Richard Meginnis seconded
the motion. The vote carried.

Health Department Boiler Quote Approval — Kerin reported that we are replacing a secondary boiler at
the Health Department that is fifteen years old. The Unit Price Price quote was submitted by Johnson
Controls for $31,438.25. Jane Raybould motioned for approval. Chris Callihan seconded. The vote
carried.

Jane Raybould motioned for approval of all contracts. Richard Meginnis seconded. The vote carried.
Sean Flower day entered the meeting.

The next meeting of the Public Building Commission will be October 13, 2020.



Report from Administrative Staff — Kerin reported that 233 South 10™ Street is a potential location for
StarTran as a downtown public transportation depot. A grant application for the project will be awarded
in October or November. The pre-bid meeting for the Public Parking deck is scheduled for this week. We
will have cost estimates back quickly for that project. The Health Department is in need of concrete
repair of the parking lot and sidewalk area. Bid documents for those repairs are being prepared. Kerin is
working with the County Attorney and their additional space needs. There was a discussion on how
Lancaster County and City of Lincoln will continue to conduct business from this point forward and if
work from home options will continue to be available. Remote working could change the need for
additional space. Property Management will send out a survey monkey to start division directors thinking
and giving us feedback of potential space needs.

With no further business Richard Meginnis moved to adjourn, Jane Raybould seconded. The vote carried
and the meeting was adjourned.

Due to a prior commitment the following agenda item was allowed after the meeting was adjourned.

Law Enforcement Memorial Presentation — Deputy Sheriff Todd Duncan presented the Law Enforcement
Memorial. Todd stated that this committee started with a group of law enforcement members of both
Lincoln Police Department and Lancaster County Sheriff’s Office, the respective unions that govern those
entities and family members of fallen officers. The fundraising began about a year ago and they just
received a large donation from Sandhills Publishing that is closing the gap on the $30,000 left to raise.
The memorial will include bronze statues representing both an LPD and LSO officer, large plaques that
include the names of the fallen officers and will be a place for quiet reflection on those who gave their life
for our community. The Public Building Commission will assist with the installation and cover some of
the ground-breaking expenses and worked with The Clark Enerson Partners on site selection in front of
the Hall of Justice. The site selected has been approved by the Nebraska Capital Environs Commission.
The committee is also looking at alternative locations as they want this to be a place of reflection and not
open it up for destruction. They will have an endowment fund in place for upkeep and insurance on the
memorial. The committee is planning for an installation date of next fall.

THIS CONTRACT, made and entered into by and between _NMC, Inc. 401 NW 56" St., Lincoln, NE
68528 , hereinafter called “Contractor”, and the City of Lincoln, Nebraska, a municipal corporation, and the
County of Lancaster, Nebraska, a political subdivision of the State of Nebraska, and the Lincoln-Lancaster County
Public Building Commission hereinafter called the “Owners”.

WHEREAS, the Owners have caused to be prepared, in accordance with law, Specifications, Plans, and
other Contract Documents for the Work herein described, and has approved and adopted said documents and
has caused to be published an advertisement for and in connection with said Work, to-wit:

Equipment and Accessory Rental, Bid No. 20-191

and,

WHEREAS, the Contractor, in response to such advertisement, has submitted to the Owners, in the
manner and at the time specified, a sealed Proposal/Supplier Response in accordance with the terms of said
advertisement; and,

WHEREAS, the Owners, in the manner prescribed by law has publicly opened, read aloud, examined,
and canvassed the Proposals/Supplier Responses submitted in response to such advertisement, and as a result
of such canvass has determined and declared the Contractor to be the lowest responsible bidder for the said
Work for the sum or sums named in the Contractor's Proposal/Supplier Responses, a copy thereof being attached
to and made a part of this Contract;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the sums to be paid to the Contractor and the mutual covenants
herein contained, the Contractor and the Owners have agreed and hereby agree as follows:

1. The Contractor agrees to (a) furnish all tools, equipment, supplies, superintendence, transportation, and
other accessories, services, and facilities; (b) furnish all materials, supplies, and equipment specified to
be incorporated into and form a permanent part of the complete work; (c) provide and perform all
necessary labor in a substantial and workmanlike manner and in accordance with the provisions of the
Contract Documents; and (d) execute and complete all Work included in and covered by the Owners’
award of this Contract to the Contractor, such award being based on the acceptance by the Owner of the
Contractor's Proposal, or part thereof, as follows:

Agreement to full proposal

2. The Owners agree to pay to the Contractor for the performance of the Work embraced in this Contract,
the Contractor agrees to accept as full compensation therefore, the following sums and prices for all Work
covered by and included in the Contract award and designated above, payment thereof to be made in the
manner provided by the Owners:

“Contracted Vendors” shall mean all vendors who contract or who have contracted with the Owners
pursuant to Bid No. 20-191 for Equipment and Accessory Rental.

“Contracts” shall mean the collective contracts entered into between the Owners and the Contracted
Vendors pursuant to Bid No. 20-191 for Equipment and Accessory Rental.

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The Owners will pay for products/service, according to the pricing attached to Contractors
Proposal/Supplier Response, a copy thereof being attached to and made a part of this

Contract. The Owners shall order on an as-needed basis for the duration of the contract. The cost
of products or services for City Departments shall not exceed $200,000.00 during the contract
term without approval by the City of Lincoln. The cost of products or services for County
Agencies shall not exceed $200,000.00 during the contract term without approval by the Board of
Commissioners. The cost of products or services for the Public Building Commission shall not
exceed $100,000.00 during the contract term without approval by the Board of the Public Building
Commission.

3. Equal Employment Opportunity. In connection with the carrying out of this project, the contractor shall not
discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of race, color, religion, sex,
national origin, ancestry, disability, age or marital status. The Contractor will take affirmative action to
ensure that applicants are employed, and that employees are treated during employment, without regard
to their race, color, religion, sex, national origin, ancestry, disability, age or marital status. Such action
shall include, but not be limited to, the following: employment, upgrading, demotion or transfer;
recruitment or recruitment advertising; layoff or termination; rates of pay or other compensation; and
selection for training, including apprenticeship.

4. E-Verify. In accordance with Neb. Rev. Stat. 4-108 through 4-114, the contractor agrees to register with
and use a federal immigration verification system, to determine the work eligibility status of new
employees performing services within the state of Nebraska. A federal immigration verification system
means the electronic verification of the work authorization program of the Illegal Immigration Reform and
Immigrant Responsibility Act of 1996, 8 U.S.C. 1324 a, otherwise known as the E-Verify Program, or an
equivalent federal program designated by the United States Department of Homeland Security or other
federal agency authorized to verify the work eligibility status of a newly hired employee pursuant to the
Immigration Reform and Control Act of 1986. The Contractor shall not discriminate against any employee
or applicant for employment to be employed in the performance of this section pursuant to the
requirements of state law and 8 U.S.C.A 1324b. The contractor shall require any subcontractor to comply
with the provisions of this section.

5. Termination. This Contract may be terminated by the following:
5.1) Termination for Convenience. Either party may terminate this Contract upon thirty (30) days
written notice to the other party for any reason without penalty.
5.2) Termination for Cause. The Owners may terminate the Contract for cause if the Contractor:
5.2.1) Refuses or fails to supply the proper labor, materials and equipment necessary to provide
services and/or commodities.
5.2.2) Disregards Federal, State or local laws, ordinances, regulations, resolutions or orders.
5.2.3) Otherwise commits a substantial breach or default of any provision of the Contract
Document. In the event of a substantial breach or default the Owners will provide the
Contractor written notice of said breach or default and allow the Contractor ten (10) days
from the date of the written notice to cure such breach or default. If said breach or
default is not cured within ten (10) days from the date of notice, then the contract shall
terminate.

6. Independent Contractor. It is the express intent of the parties that this contract shall not create an
employer-employee relationship. Employees of the Contractor shall not be deemed to be employees of
the Owners and employees of the Owners shall not be deemed to be employees of the Contractor. The
Contractor and the Owners shall be responsible to their respective employees for all salary and benefits.
Neither the Contractor’'s employees nor the Owners’ employees shall be entitled to any salary, wages, or
benefits from the other party, including but not limited to overtime, vacation, retirement benefits, workers’
compensation, sick leave or injury leave. Contractor shall also be responsible for maintaining workers’
compensation insurance, unemployment insurance for its employees, and for payment of all federal,
state, local and any other payroll taxes with respect to its employees’ compensation.

7. Owner Inclusion. It is understood and agreed by all parties that “Owner/s” shall include the City of Lincoln,
Lancaster County, Nebraska and Lincoln-Lancaster County Public Building Commission. Whenever in
the Contract documents, including the instructions to bidders, specifications, insurance requirements,
bonds, and terms and conditions or any other documents which are a part of the Contract, a singular
entity is referenced (i.e., “the City” or “the County” or “Building Commission”) it shall mean the “Owners”
encompassing the City of Lincoln, Lancaster County and Lincoln-Lancaster County Building Commission.
Notwithstanding the foregoing, the duties and obligations of the City, the County, and the Building
Commission pursuant to the Contract shall be treated as divisible and severable duties and obligations,
and default by any one of the City, the County, or the Building Commission shall not be attributed to any
other of the Owners, but shall remain the sole obligation of the defaulting entity.

8. Audit Provision: The Service Provider shall be subject to an audit and shall, upon request, make
available to the Public Building Commission or a contract auditor hired by the Public Service Commission,
copies of all financial and performance related records and materials related to this Agreement, as
allowed by law.

9. Period of Performance. This Contract shall be effective upon execution by all parties. The term of the
Contract shall be a four (4) year term with the option to renew for one (1) additional four (4) year
term. The Owners reserve the right to extend the contract beyond the renewal term upon written
approval by both parties.
