Advance public notice of the Board of Commissioners meeting was posted on the County-City
Building bulletin board, the Lancaster County, Nebraska, web site, emailed to the media and published

in the Lincoln Journal Star print edition and website on April 16, 2021.

The meeting was called to order at 9:02 a.m., the Pledge of Allegiance was recited and the location of
the Nebraska Open Meetings Act was announced.

1) MINUTES:

A. Approval of the minutes of the Board of Commissioners meeting held on Tuesday, April
13, 2021.

MOTION: Yoakum moved and Flowerday seconded approval of the minutes. Schorr, Yoakum, Flowerday and
Vest voted yes. Amundson abstained. Motion carried 4-0 with one abstention.

2) CLAIMS:
A. Approval of all claims processed through April 20, 2021.

MOTION: Schorr moved and Amundson seconded approval of the claims. Flowerday, Schorr, Amundson and
Vest voted yes. Yoakum abstained. Motion carried 4-0 with one abstention.

3) SPECIAL PRESENTATIONS:

A. Commissioners' Award of Excellence for November, 2020, awarded to Nicole Miller,
Clerk of the District Court, in the category of Productivity.

Troy Hawk, Clerk of the District Court, said Ms. Miller exceeds his expectations with every task assigned to
her.

The Clerk read the nomination into the record (see agenda packet).

Miller said she is honored to be selected and thanked Troy Hawk, Chuck Salem and Linda Sanchez-Masi for
recognizing her and providing her with new opportunities.

Commissioner Vest presented Ms. Miller with a plaque and thanked her for her efforts.
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B. Commissioners' Award of Excellence for January, 2021, awarded to Holly Newton,
Community Corrections, in the category of Productivity.

Kim Etherton, Community Corrections Director, said Ms. Newton plans to retire effective July 7, 2021. She
discussed her gratitude towards Ms. Newton and thanked her for her work over the years.

The Clerk read the nomination into the record (see agenda packet).
Schorr said Ms. Newton will be missed and thanked her for her years of service.

Commissioner Amundson presented Ms. Newton with a plague and thanked her for her professionalism,
organization abilities, work ethic, and compassion to all individuals they serve.

B.  Utility Permit No. 2096 allowing OPTK Networks to relocate a fiber optic line due to a
City of Lincoln grading project located at Northwest 56" Street and West Holdrege
Street at no cost to the County. (C-21-0300)

C. Right-of-way contract with Craig and Jeffrey Shaw, Southwest 126th Street and
Pioneers Boulevard, in the amount of $2,642. (C-21-0309)

D. Change Order No. 1 to County Contract C-20-0400 with Van Kirk Brothers Contracting
(Bid 20-134; Project 20-08 - Replacement of County Bridge M-164) to change the
construction dates from September 28, 2020 thru May 14, 2021 to June 7, 2021 thru July
30, 2021 due to weather conditions and utility conflicts. (C-21-0308)

E. Amendment to County Contract C-19-0304 with Safety-Kleen Systems for Annual
Service - Parts Washer Services/Recycling Solvent. (Quote No. 5993. The amendment
renews the contract from April 14, 2021 through April 13, 2022. The cost to the County
is not to exceed $500.) (C-21-0307)

F.  Amendments to the following grant contracts (funded by the Nebraska Commission on
Law Enforcement and Criminal Justice Community-based Aid Grant):

5) PUBLIC HEARINGS:

A. Lancaster County Rural Transit project for which financial assistance is being sought
from the Federal Transit Administration, pursuant to the Federal Transit Act (FTA). (See
correlating item 6A)

Mitch Sump, Lancaster County Public Rural Transit Director, was administered the oath and said last year the
Nebraska Department of Transportation (NDOT) was awarded $27,000,000 by the FTA (Federal Transit
Administration) to assist transit agencies in replacing existing vehicles or adding vehicles to the current fleets.
This action is to request $48,000 from the NDOT which would be used to purchase a lowered floor minivan. No
local funds are required for this request.

In regard to Schorr’s question, Sump said this type of vehicle is not in the current fleet. This will be an addition
that will allow for flexibility with some of the daily operations.

No one appeared in support, opposition, or a neutral position.
The Chair closed the public hearing.

B. Corporate manager liquor license application of Todd Whipple for NuMark Golf, LLC.

6) NEW BUSINESS:

A. Resolution instructing Lancaster County Public Rural Transit to apply for federal funds
available under Section 5311 of the Federal Transit Act and to use said funds to provide
public transportation in Lancaster County and the bordering communities of Adams,
Cortland, Ceresco, Eagle and Greenwood. (R-21-0026)

MOTION: Flowerday moved and Schorr seconded approval of the resolution. Amundson, Yoakum, Flowerday,
Schorr and Vest voted yes. Motion carried 5-0.

B. Resolution in the matter of a corporate manager liquor license application of Todd
Whipple for NuMark Golf, LLC. (R-21-0027)

MOTION: Schorr moved and Flowerday seconded approval of the resolution. Schorr, Amundson, Yoakum,
Flowerday and Vest voted yes. Motion carried 5-0.

C. Nebraska Department of Transportation Highway Safety Office Selective Overtime
Enforcement mini-grant contract application and award for the Lancaster County
Sheriff's Office for participation in the National Click It or Ticket mobilization for May 24,
2021 through June 6, 2021 in the amount of $12,880. (C-21-0301)

MOTION: Amundson moved and Schorr seconded approval of the selective overtime enforcement mini-grant
contract application and award. Flowerday, Schorr, Amundson, Yoakum and Vest voted yes. Motion carried 5-

0.
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D. Agreement with three+one for cashVest Liquidity and Treasury Analyses. The term of
the agreement is for two years effective upon execution. The cost to the County is $250
per one million dollars of the adopted annual general fund budget. (C-21-0310)

MOTION: Flowerday moved and Yoakum seconded approval of the agreement. Yoakum, Flowerday, Schorr,
Amundson and Vest voted yes. Motion carried 5-0.

E. Contract with Walker Tire / Quick Nick’s for Annual Service — Preventative Maintenance
for Autos and Light Trucks (Quote No. 6362). The contract shall be effective April 23,
2021 through April 22, 2022 with the option to renew for three additional one-year terms.
The cost to the County is not to exceed $7,000. (C-21-0306)

MOTION: Schorr moved and Yoakum seconded approval of the contract. Amundson, Yoakum, Flowerday,
Schorr and Vest voted yes. Motion carried 5-0.

F. Bid award appeal from High Plains Enterprises Inc.

Pam Dingman, Lancaster County Engineer, said this is for County project 20-21 which is regarding pipes on
the north side of the County (Exhibit 1).

Jen Holloway, Deputy Lancaster County Attorney, said the original bid was awarded to Tim Sisco who was the
second lowest bidder. High Plains Enterprises Inc., were the lowest bidder, but the references initially provided
were not applicable to the project. Additionally, some references provided negative feedback. High Plains then
appealed the decision and the appeal was heard by the Purchasing Procurement Appeals Board, who voted
unanimously to follow the Purchasing and Engineering Departments recommendation and award the contract
to Tim Sisco. Today, the Board is responsible for making the final decision by either denying High Plains’
appeal and awarding the contract to Tim Sisco or approving the appeal and awarding the contract to High
Plains. Holloway’s advice was to make the motion clear as to the Board's intent.

Mark Smith, President of High Plains Enterprises Inc., discussed his basis on appealing this decision and
provided additional letters (Exhibit 2)

MOTION: Flowerday moved and Schorr seconded to follow the recommendation and deny the bid award
appeal from High Plains Enterprises Inc., with the understanding that High Plains is encouraged to continue to
apply for County projects. Schorr, Amundson, Yoakum, Flowerday and Vest voted yes. Motion carried 5-0.
